I look through the window and see  the hunter  in the distance walking towards the village of Kap Tobin with his seal pray. 
13th May the very first geese arrived from Iceland, flying low. Gaggle after gaggle (flocks) of Pinkfooted and Barnacle geese. We try to count them to see if  they are all pairs.
